COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course emphasizes the refinement of French-language skills through the study of Canadian and international francophone literature.  Students will interpret literary works, produce written assignments in a variety of genres, and conduct research on a major topic for a written and oral presentation.  The use of appropriate language conventions will be emphasized throughout the course.
 Curriculum

Students final report card grade will be based on the evidence provided of these overall curriculum expectations:

Oral communication

· Respond to a wide range of spoken texts and media works;

· Discuss and debate topics based on class discussions, individual research, and personal interests; 

· Express and explain abstract ideas;
· Use correct grammar and appropriate language conventions during oral communication activities.
Reading

· Demonstrate an understanding of texts from a variety of genres studies in class and as independent reading assignments;

· Interpret a wide range of texts and apply the knowledge acquired in other contexts;

· Extend their understanding of the culture of French-speaking people around the world through reading literary works and informational texts;
· Identify and understand language conventions used in their reading materials.
Writing

· Express ideas and opinions in a variety of written forms, demonstrating the ability to extract and analyse information from a range of sources;

· Adjust the language used in their writing to suit the purpose and audience;

· Organize their writing so that ideas and information are clearly, logically, and coherently presented;
· Use correct grammar and appropriate language conventions in written work.

	17.5% Knowledge & Understanding: knowledge of content (e.g., grammar, vocabulary, definitions, information).  Understanding of content (e.g., main ideas and supporting details, and forms of text).

17.5% Thinking: Analytical thinking: use of planning skills (e.g., gathering information, using prior knowledge of the language).  Practical thinking: Use of processing skills (e.g., generating, integrating, forming conclusions).  Creative thinking: Use of critical/creative thinking processes (e.g., oral discourse, writing process, invention).

17.5% Communication: communicating through expression and organization of ideas and information in oral, visual, and written forms (e.g., clear expression; use of visual and verbal cues; use of appropriate vocabulary).  Communication for different audiences and purposes in oral, visual, and written forms.  Use of conventions (e.g., grammar, spelling, punctuation), vocabulary, and terminology of the discipline in oral, visual, and written forms. 

17.5% Application: application of knowledge and skills in familiar contexts (e.g., use of a model, language knowledge, second-language learning strategies, vocabulary-building strategies).  Transfer of knowledge and skills to new contexts (e.g., use of models, language knowledge, second-language learning strategies, vocabulary-building strategies).  Making connections within and between various contexts (e.g., between personal experiences and FIF, between FIF and the world outside the school).

Language Structures

Students should recognize and use these language structures in all three strands:

– indefinite pronouns (e.g., plusieurs, personne, tout, aucun, rien, chacun)
– interrogative pronoun lequel (e.g., Lequel des deux garçons est votre fils?)

– relative pronoun lequel (e.g., Voilà la raison pour laquelle il est parti si vite.)

– disjunctive pronouns (e.g., moi, toi, eux, elles) following a preposition (e.g., Il marche vers toi.) used with -même(s) (e.g., C’est toi, Paul? Oui, moi-même.), and used independently (e.g., Qui est là? Moi.)

– review of the formation of the plus-que-parfait, futur antérieur, and conditionnel passé of -er, -ir, and -re verbs and irregular verbs

– use of the futur simple and futur antérieur after conjunctions of time (e.g., Quand ils arriveront, je serai content. Lorsqu’il m’aura téléphoné, je sortirai.)

– sequence of tenses with si using the plus-que parfait and the conditionnel passé (e.g., S’il avait fait chaud cet été, on aurait nagé dans le lac.)

– use of the subjonctif présent after expressions of emotion, doubt, wish, order, permission (e.g., C’est dommage que tu ne viennes pas avec nous. Elle n’est pas certaine qu’il soit malade. Je voudrais que tu le fasses. Je préfère que tu fasses tes devoirs maintenant.)

– use of the subjonctif présent after conjunctions (e.g., sans que, de peur que, à moins que)

– formation and use of the subjonctif passé of -er, -ir, and -re verbs and irregular verbs

– formation and use of the participe présent (e.g., En me promenant dans le quartier, j’ai vu une mouffette dans le garage du voisin.)

– recognition of the passé simple as the literary tense equivalent to the passé composé

· faire causatif (e.g., Le prof fait toujours visionner les films dans la grande salle.)

· formation of the voix passive (e.g., L’aéroport a été construit en 1995.) and MOST important, how to AVOID it !
Academic Standards and Academic Honesty
